CITY OF ORTING - Land Use Permit Information

FLOOD DAMAGE PREVENTION PERMITS

Flood Damage Prevention Permits may be granted in cases where development is proposed on property within a flood hazard area as identified in Chapter 14.1 of the Orting Municipal Code (OMC).  These permits may be consolidated with building permits or clearing and grading permits, depending upon the type of development proposed.

Criteria for Approval - The City may grant a flood damage prevention permit when the proposed measures for damage prevention are determined in compliance with the provisions of Chapter 14.1 OMC.

The applicant has the burden of proving that denial of the permit will create an undue hardship because of the existence of the conditions described above.  Thorough documentation will greatly assist in the exception consideration process and improve the likelihood of approval.  Applicants are advised to request a pre-application meeting with City staff prior to submitting an application.  

Flood Damage Prevention Permit Approvals
The damage prevention consideration procedure is:

1.  Five (5) copies of the application packet is submitted, each including:


a) A completed application cover sheet;


b)  The plans and other application materials required for permitting the primary development activities proposed (buildings or site development) including:

i. 
Elevations in relation to mean sea level of the lowest floor (including basement) of all structures;

ii. 
Elevations in relation to mean sea level to which any structure has been floodproofed;

iii. Certification by a registered professional engineer or architect that the floodproofing methods for any non-residential structure meet the floodproofing criteria in OMC 14.1.8B2; and

iv. Description of the extent to which a watercourse will be altered or relocated as a result of proposed development;

2.  The City will review the application and verify the information pertaining to the base flood elevation and elevations of proposed development.  The City will also notify adjacent communities and the state Department of Ecology prior to any alteration or relocation of a watercourse, and submit evidence of such notification to the Federal Insurance Administration.  The City may request clarification from the applicant during this evaluation.

3.  The City will make a decision either approving or denying the application.  If any alteration or relocation of a watercourse is included in an approval, the City will require that the applicant ensure that the flood-carrying capacity of the watercourse is not diminished.

4.  If the application is denied, appeal and variance provisions of Section 14.1.7.D OMC will prevail.
