October 12, 2011
The meeting opened with Councilmember Inge making a motion that Sam Colorossi act as Mayor for this meeting due to the absence of Mayor Cheryl Temple and Deputy Mayor Scott Drennen.  Seconded by Councilmember Fritz and carried unanimously.

Acting Mayor Colorossi called the meeting to order with the flag salute at 7:00 pm in the Orting Public Safety Building.  He called for a moment of silence for former mayor Dale Jones, who passed away on October 7th.  Roll call found in attendance Councilmembers Graham Hunt, Stanley Holland, Ava Krogh, Ric Fritz, David Inge, Guy S. Colorossi, and Fire District 18 Commissioner Margaret O’Harra.  Councilmember Hunt motioned to excuse Deputy Mayor Scott Drennen from the meeting. Councilmember Holland seconded, motion carried.

Bridges
	Barbara Baumal announced a major milestone for the Bridge For Kids Project.  They are nearing the end of a 30% design.  Engineering plans for the SR 162 and Carbon River bridges are almost complete.  There is a need to raise funds to complete the design and engineering. There will be an open house at Orting Middle School on Thursday, November 3, 2011 from 6pm-8:30pm.  Bridge For Kids will also have a booth at the Emergency Preparedness Fair in Orting on October 22, 2011.  Ms. Bauml showed a slide presentation on the project.

Councilmember Hunt questioned the large cell phone bill.  Mr. Bethune explained that it was the complete bill for the Police Department and that the overall cell phone bill for all departments was the average monthly amount.

Councilmember Holland motioned to accept the Consent Agenda as prepared.  Councilmember Inge seconded, carried unanimously.

Councilmember Colorossi advised that on Claims of Payroll Voucher for September 28, 2011 there was an error. Vouchers  2651-2699 should be Vouchers 2651-2669. Requested motion to accept this warrant as revised.  Motion made by Councilmember Inge and seconded by Councilmember Fritz, carried unanimously.


NEW BUSINESS:

	Gratzer Sports Park Change Order

	JC Hungerford provided information regarding the change order.
Councilmember Holland motioned to approve Gratzer Park Change Order in the amount of $6,455. Seconded by Councilmember Hunt, motion carried. It was mentioned by Councilmember Krogh that the amount does not included sales tax.  Mr. Bethune suggested approval of the amount of $7,000 to cover the additional funds.  Councilmember Krogh motioned to amend the motion for $6,455 plus tax. Councilmembers Holland and Hunt agreed and the motion carried.

	Orting Dog Park 
Fence Bids
	Motion by Councilmember Inge to award the bid for the Orting Dog Park Fence to Quality Fence Builders in the amount of $5,322.91. Seconded by Councilmember Holland, motion carried.
Councilmember Inge mentioned there will be a dedication of the dog park on October 29, 2011 at 2pm.  The public is invited.

	Wingate Springs Chlorination Analyzer 
	JC Hungerford explained the Analyzer.  The Utilities Committee has recommended moving forward.  
A motion was made by Councilmember Inge to approve the Wingate Springs Chlorination Analyzer Addition Scope and Budget for design services in the amount of $7,062.11.  Seconded by Councilmember Holland, motion carried.

	Solid Waste

Ordinance No. 915
	Motion: To adopt Ordinance No. 915, an ordinance of the City of Orting, Washington, relating to solid waste collection and disposal; repealing and re-enacting OMC Ch. 5-2; providing for severability; and establishing an effective date.
Mr. Bethune pointed out that the penalties of water shut off and misdemeanor charges were removed.  Penalties for non-compliance are now consistent with our Code Enforcement ordinance adopted by the Council.  Attorney Bacha explained the package.  
Councilmember Inge questioned opting out of compulsory garbage service for vacations, etc.  Shirley Sigafoos advised that DM Disposal allowed her to place her service “on vacation” while she was gone.  Councilmember Inge suggested looking at language that addresses this issue, and possibly adding verbiage to the contract.   The code does not currently have an exemption. Councilmember Krogh questioned the relationship between the ordinance and the contract as they do not contain the same language regarding can size.

Acting Mayor Colorossi suggested this item go back to Utilities Committee for further discussion; instructing Councilmembers to submit questions to the committee and attorney, noting paragraph and page numbers.

Barbara Ford from the Senior Center advised that they will be coordinating rides for seniors who do not drive.
