It was agreed by the Council that action minutes are acceptable, and minutes will note the starting time of discussion on each item to provide a reference point. 




Councilmember Fritz moved to approve Resolution No. 2014-1, a resolution of the City of Orting, Washington, authorizing the mayor to execute an interlocal agreement with Pierce County and its cities and towns thereby amending the Pierce County County-Wide Planning Policies for consistency with Vision 2040 as recommended by the Pierce County Regional Council and the Pierce County Council.  Second by Councilmember Birkes. Motion carried.

Councilmember Penner moved to approve Resolution No. 2014-2, a resolution of the City of Orting, Washington, approving, and authorizing the mayor to execute an interlocal agreement with the Pierce County Flood Control Zone District to fund, in part, the Calistoga Setback Levee. Second by Councilmember Drennen.  Motion carried.


City Administrator Bethune reviewed the DM Disposal rate increase request. Councilmember Penner moved to approve the rate increase.  Councilmember Drennen seconded and the motion carried.

Mayor Pestinger recommended that Councilmember Fritz remain as our representative, with Mayor Pestinger as alternate and the Council agreed.
