Treasurer’s Report -Fiscal Year 2012 
	
Mayor Temple announced the resignation of Clementina Perez from the Planning Commission.


Councilmember Hunt reviewed the need for Kansas Street to receive a federal classification due to the amount of traffic and large vehicles using the street.  This classification would enable the city to apply for grants to repair and maintain the street since it is a main arterial and meets all the criteria.

Councilmember Hunt moved to approve Scope and Budget for Kansas Street SW Federal Classification Application in the amount of $5,064.02.  Council- member Drennen seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


Erica Schwab, Wellness Coordinator, presented the City employee Wellness Program resolution and explained the benefits to the city, health-wise and budget-wise.  The city can save $10,000 per year in medical premiums.  Councilmember Penner requested that City Administrator Bethune provide the cost of the program to the city.

Councilmember Hunt moved to approve Resolution No. 2013-1, a resolution of the City of Orting, Washington, establishing and supporting a comprehensive City Wellness Program.  Councilmember Holland seconded and the motion carried unanimously.



[bookmark: _GoBack]Councilmember Hunt reported that the price for crosswalk lights rose significantly after our first order.  It is planned to install additional flashing cross-walk lighting at Whitesell/SR162 and SR162/Trail crosswalk near the Eagles building.  With unexpected income of $4,200 from the sale of the old street sweeper, the additional amount needed would be covered. Councilmember Fritz pointed out that the additional cost was due to State Department of Transportation standards.

Councilmember Hunt moved to approve amending budget amount for Flashing Crosswalk Lights to the amount of $9,632.72.  Councilmember Holland seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Councilmember Colorossi reviewed the 2012 budget, pointing out that revenue was higher than expected and expenses were lower than anticipated.
