Building Official Wolfe stated that The Meadows subdivision has been purchased and development will include additional lighting in the area.  Councilmember Drennen suggested placing safety reminders on the reader board.

Krista Butler reported that she is looking for someone to assume her duties supervising the building of the Daffodil float, as this will be her last year.  She thanked the Council for their support of the float.

Setback Levee Lobbyist Scope and Budget
	
Councilmember Drennen stressed the importance of this project and stated that the benefits extend past the borders of Orting.  He thanked City Staff for their outstanding efforts, but said we need additional help to raise funds to make this project happen and recommends the services of Lobbyist Shawn Bunney.

Shawn Bunney thanked the Council for the opportunity to assist with the project and explained his views on how to go about getting support for the project.  He reviewed his background and why he feels he can be an asset to the project.

Building Official Wolfe explained that once the levee is built it will be FEMA certified and the city will adopt new flood maps.  Then flood insurance rates should drop.

Councilmember Penner moved to approve Scope and Budget for the services of Shawn Bunney as Lobbyist for the Calistoga Setback Levee, for the amount 
of $12,000.  Councilmember Drennen seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

PUBLIC HEARING:
Ordinance No. 936A:
Utility Rate Changes
	
Councilmember Drennen stated that the utility rates are reviewed every four years to ensure the sustainability of the infrastructure.  Rates are set by looking to the future costs to maintain the system.

Mr. Hungerford, Parametrix Engineer, reported that the goal is to maintain the level of service for citizens.  The rate study recommended an increase of $12  per month, but the Utilities Committee chose to recommend an increase of only $5 per month.

Councilmember Penner requested clarification of the definition of “disabled.”

Mayor Temple opened the Public Hearing at 7:55pm.

Patricia Wade questioned the meaning of a block rate for seniors.  Mr. Hungerford explained that was the base rate of the rate structure.

Mayor Temple closed the hearing at 7:58pm.

Councilmember Drennen moved to approve an ordinance of the City of Orting, Washington, relating to utility rates; repealing and re-enacting sections 9-1D-2, 9-2B-1, and 9-5C-6 of the Orting Municipal Code; adopting increases in water, sewer, and stormwater utility rates; clarifying multi-family residential water utility rates; providing for severability; and establishing an effective date (with amended definition of disabled.” Deputy Mayor Holland seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Councilmember Drennen explained the requirements of the Department of Ecology and Mr. Hungerford explained that the plan requires two phases.  Discussion ensued.

Councilmember Penner moved to approve Scope and Budget for Treatment Plant Receiving Water and Wastewater Treatment Facility Effluent Temperature Study Quality Assurance Project for the amount of $4,987.82. Deputy Mayor Holland seconded and the motion passed with ayes from Councilmembers Penner, Holland, Drennen, Colorossi and Fritz, and a nay from Councilmember Hunt.

Mayor Temple announced the resignation of Councilmember Ava Krogh due to professional commitments.  Deputy Mayor Holland moved to accept the resignation, with regrets.  Councilmember Hunt seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Temple explained the appointment process and noted that the Deputy Mayor and Councilmembers Colorossi and Fritz will review letters of interest.
Councilmembers must live within the corporate city limits of Orting.
