Councilmember Fritz reported that, even though the construction was expected to last until 6:30, it was complete by 3pm, thanks to the hard work of the volunteers and the presence of factory representatives.

Jolene Hilt reported that the Commission continues to work on sign Code updates, and is nearing a recommendation on mobile vendors.

City Administrator Bethune reported that he and JC Hungerford of Parametrix prepared a grant application for funds to extend the left turn lane at Whitesell.  PCRC was unable to provide funds; however, Puget Sound Regional Council amended the award process to give smaller cities opportunity for funds.  Orting was then awarded approximately $140,000 for engineering and design of the left hand turn lane on SR162 between the Orting Depot and Whitesell St.  Construction funding has not yet been achieved but making the project “shovel ready” will increase the chances of a future grant.
