Budget Update
	
Councilmember Holland asked Lynda Gebhard to give a synopsis of the organization and its goals.  Ms. Gebhard did so, and thanked the Public Safety Committee and Attorney Bacha for their help preparing the ordinance.

After much discussion Councilmember Fritz moved to approve Ordinance #930, an Ordinance of the City of Orting, Washington, relating to underage gatherings; creating a new chapter under Title 5 of the Orting Municipal Code; prohibiting underage gatherings and authorizing abatement of the same; authorizing imposition of monetary civil penalties; providing for severability; and establishing an effective date.  Councilmember Holland seconded the motion and it carried with ayes from Councilmembers Holland, Drennen, Fritz, Penner and Colorossi, and a nay from Deputy Mayor Hunt.  Deputy Mayor Hunt stated that he was completely for reducing underage drinking but was concerned about the intrusion of government, through legislation, on families.

City Administrator Bethune provided an update on the 2013 budget starting with a review of the Court Financial Analysis and Staff Report.

Councilmember Penner expressed a desire to potentially establish a working group to review the budget through a new lens and to explore creative options to yield a balanced budget.  Councilmember Drennen expressed a desire to return back to healthy reserves and emphasized the need to stop drawing from these funds.  This was supported by Mayor Temple as emphasized during the 2013 Budget Workshop.  Councilmembers Colorossi and Fritz agreed with the idea and will work on the project through the Finance and Budget committee for the 2014 budget cycle.
