Councilmember Hunt reported that the committee reviewed lighting in crosswalks and is preparing documents for the 2014 Transportation Benefit District. Councilmember Drennen added that Kansas St, SW has been reclassified by the federal government as an arterial road which opens the door for grants that would rehabilitate the road.



Councilmember Hunt reported that Zoo Lights starts on Friday (11/29/13) at 5:00pm.  He also noted that Association of Washington Cities/Risk Management Service Agency (AWC/RMSA) will increase our liability insurance rates about 3% in 2014.

Councilmember Fritz reported that he attended the Pierce County Regional Council (PCRC) transportation subcommittee meeting.  He wanted to ensure that funds were set aside according to population plus employment numbers in the district, and Orting was classified as a small city.  In January, legislators are expected to accept the Centers of Local Importance.  

Mayor Temple stated that tree lighting ceremony known as “Home for the Holidays” is December 7th, starting at 4:30pm.  Hot chocolate, donuts and popcorn will be available.

Councilmember Colorossi provided updates to the 2014 Budget.

Councilmember Drennen stated that the VanScoyoc Ave. lighting is a high priority, and
suggested taking the added capital expense for Calistoga Park and using those funds for the lights that would illuminate the park parking lots and VanScoyoc Ave.

Councilmember Fritz would like to see photos of the “Welcome to Orting” sign at the next Council meeting.

Councilmember Drennen suggested considering single cell bathrooms as an option to improve safety in park bathrooms.

Councilmember Fritz asked if the budget for the Police Department includes specialty training for a DUI Officer.  Chief Drake stated no, but he will provide Council with an expected cost for the Drug Recognition Expert (DRE) training, and indicated there may be a grant to cover some of those costs.  Chief Drake added that currently other cities share their DRE officer when needed.  Councilmember Fritz wants an amount set aside in the next budget for this training.  Councilmember Drennen suggested setting aside an amount in the budget each year toward this training.  Chief Drake provided an explanation of uses for the drug fund.

Attorney Chris Bacha provided an overview of the ordinance.  Discussion ensued.
Mayor Temple suggested an ad hoc committee be formed to address questions.  Councilmember Drennen suggested the ordinance go back to the Planning Commission, with comments from the commission going to Mr. Bethune.  Councilmember Colorossi
moved to return Ordinance No. 939 to Planning Commission.  Deputy Mayor Holland seconded and the motion carried.
 
Councilmember Fritz moved to table Resolution No. 2013-3 until the Business License Ordinance is ready again for review.  Councilmember Colorossi seconded and the motion carried.


Mayor Temple opened the Public Hearing at 8:15pm.  There being no comments from the public, the Public Hearing was closed at 8:15pm.

Councilmember Colorossi moved to approve Resolution No. 2013-13, a resolution of the City of Orting, Washington, requesting the highest lawful levy.  Deputy Mayor Holland seconded and the motion carried, with a nay vote from Councilmember Hunt.

Councilmember Birkes moved to approve the appointments of Suzanne Stenerson and Aaron Willits as Planning Commissioners, and Mike Dannat as Parks Commissioner.  Councilmember Hunt seconded and the motion carried.
	
Councilmember Hunt provided a brief background on the Six-Year Transportation Improvement Plan (TIP).  The TIP should be brought to Council and approved in July of each year.  Councilmember Hunt moved to approve Resolution No. 2013-14, a resolution of the City of Orting, Washington, adopting the 2013-2119 Six-Year Transportation Improvement Program with updated dates.  Councilmember Fritz seconded and the motion carried.

Ken Wolfe, Building Official, provided an update and presented the Mayor with the Army Corps of Engineers regulatory permit #404 for her signature.

Mayor Temple noted that the next Council meeting will be held on December 11th at the MultiPurpose Center.
