[bookmark: _GoBack]Planning Commissioner Bill Birkes presented the options available for regulating mobile vendors, and requested direction from the Council.  Discussion ensued.  It was decided to take the issue to Community Development Committee, then to Utilities Committee, then back to Planning Commission; and return to Council in February, 2013. 

The Public Hearing was opened by Mayor Temple at 8:25pm, and there being no comments from the public, was closed at 8:25pm.

City Administrator Bethune explained that there will be no increase due to property devaluation.  Deputy Mayor Hunt moved to adopt Resolution No. 2012-13 a resolution of the City of Orting, Washington, requesting the highest lawful levy. Councilmember Penner seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Chief Drake explained that the City of Buckley ceased jail services on November 30, 2012 and intends to cease dispatch by December 17, 2012.  After extensive research of options, it appears the best service can be received from the City of Fife until South Sound 911 is activated.  Discussion ensued.  

Deputy Mayor Hunt moved to adopt Resolution No. 2012-14 a resolution of the City of Orting, Washington, approving an Interlocal Agreement with City of Fife for Dispatch Services. Councilmember Fritz seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Councilmember Fritz moved to adopt Resolution No. 2012-15, a resolution of the City of Orting, Washington, approving an agreement with the City of Fife for Jail Services.    Deputy Mayor Hunt seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
