Councilmember Drennen explained the purpose of the project and the benefits to the city of having all utilities underground replaced.  Century Link has been contacted and advised of the project in hopes that they will join with the City to underground all their aerial cables.

Councilmember Drennen moved to approve the Scope and Budget for Utility Improvement Design for the 100 Block of Rainier Lane S.E.  Councilmember 
Penner seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
