Scope and Budget for Washington Avenue North Two-Way Left Turn Lane Improve-ments Pre-design
	
Councilmember Penner stated that this issue needs to return to Utilities Committee and will be brought to the next Council meeting.  The Council agreed.

Councilmember Penner provided an update on the work of Lobbyist Shawn Bunney.  He read an excerpt from a letter by Mr. Bunney and advised he should have another update soon.  Ken Wolfe, Building Official, reported that he and Mr. Bunney have met with the Governor’s staff to discuss keeping the Calistoga Setback Levee Project in the budget.  Minor amendments to the Shoreline Master Plan are moving forward.

Councilmember Hunt reported on the plan for a two-way turn lane on SR162 from the Orting Depot complex to the intersection of Whitesell.  Councilmember Drennen stated that Parametrix will prepare a 3-D view of the impact.  Mr. Hungerford reported that he has met with Washington State Department of Transportation and will be providing aerial shots as well.  He has submitted an application for a grant which would take the project from pre-design through completion.

Councilmember Hunt moved to approve the Scope and Budget for Washington Avenue North Two-Way Left Turn Lane Improvements Pre-design.  Deputy Mayor Holland seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Ordinance No. 940 – 2013 Budget Amendments
	
[bookmark: _GoBack]Councilmember Colorossi explained the purpose of these changes to the budget, which are required by the state auditor.  Councilmember Colorossi moved to approve an ordinance of the City of Orting, Washington, relating to amendments to the 2013 Budget, Ordinance No 934; creating new Transportation Benefit District Fund 109, transferring fund balances from Fund 101 to new Fund 109, re-appropriating funds; terminating Funds 305 (Capital Asset Reserve), 306 (Streets Capital Asset Reserve), 403 (Water Capital Asset Reserve), 413 (Waste Water Capital Asset Reserve), and 414 (Stormwater Capital Asset Reserve); finding an emergency exists; providing for severability; and establishing an effective date. Deputy Mayor Holland seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
