	Councilmember Drennen explained negotiation process involved and Administrator Bethune answered questions about the agreement.  

The Public Hearing was opened at 712: pm.  No public comments.  The Public Hearing was closed at 7:13pm.  Councilmember Drennen moved to approve ORDINANCE NO. 928, AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF ORTING, WASHINGTON, APROVING A SOLID WASTE COLLECTION AND DISPOSAL FRANCHISE AGREEMENT WITH D.M. DISPOSAL CO., INC.; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE DATE OF MARCH 28th.  Councilmember Colorossi seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Councilmember Drennen explained the amnesty agreement.  Letters will be sent to the homes that do not have service at this time.  Councilmember Holland noted that DM Disposal was the only bidder.  

Councilmember Drennen moved to approve the MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN THE CITY OF ORTING AND DM DISPOSAL REGARDING FINANCIAL AMNESTY.  Councilmember Colorossi seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Upon recommendation from the Parks Commission Councilmember Fritz moved for approval to cut and stump grind the three damaged park trees and award the project to the low bidder ‘Wilderness Stump Grinding’.  Councilmember Holland seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Councilmember Drennen explained what the Council is looking for in the RFP and requested to reopen the RFP process.  City Administrator Bethune will ensure agreement from the Council prior to putting out the RFP, and will bring the issue back to Council on May 9, 2012.  Councilmember Drennen moved to AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO ESTABLISH AN RFP FOR UTILITY BILLING MAILING AND E-BILL PAYMENTS.  Councilmember Holland seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

STANDING AND COMMITTEE REPORTS:
	River Management
	Councilmember Fritz reported that Pierce County will be taking action on a flood control district, according to Councilmember Roach.  Building Official Wolfe reported that he met with Pierce County (Harold Smelt and Dennis Dixon); they want Orting to agree to move forward with adopting the proposed flood maps for Orting. We explained that the citizens have invested in property acquisitions for the design of the 1.5 mile Calistoga Levee setback and have paid 100 % of the design as well. We welcome the new remapping to follow FEMA guidelines to, show existing uncertified levees and model impacts with them in place. He also spoke of the need to find 200k to complete permitting with regulatory agencies for the Construction of the Calistoga Levee Setback.

	Councilmember Fritz reported that the committee had its first meeting today.  The intent is to represent the Council and provide feedback to the School Board.  The committee plans to present a community website calendar to keep the community informed.

	Deputy Mayor Hunt reported that the committee agreed to increase membership in the  Chamber of Commerce to the $1,000 level, but will not fund a grant.  Planning for the Business Fair is well under way for June 9, 2012.

Fire District 18
	Chief Drake reported that Officer Scholzhauer has completed his courses.  Officer Taylor is finishing up in April and doing well.  We have two lateral applications in process, awaiting further information.  The Chief thanked everyone for their understanding of the recent incident and advised that the protest was peaceful.   He also reported that 19 bicycles which were held by the department  will be donated to the Senior Center, who will repair them and sell them at an event on March 21, 2012.
Chief Webb reported on a structure fire at 1107 Boatman Avenue.  The department responded and found the building heavily involved, but mostly confined to the garage.  There was assistance from many other units, with a six minute response time.  Arson is suspected and there is a lead.  Building Official Wolfe required a structural inspection and expects construction to begin within one month.  Chief Drake’s office has now started the investigation and will continue working the leads.
The Fire District has received a $165,000 FEMA grant for replacement of breathing apparatus.

	Transportation
	Deputy Mayor Hunt reported there are new lights on the crosswalk near Big J’s.  The lights came in under budget.  There may be potential for lights on Whitesell Ave. and Washington  Ave. at the crosswalks.  He thanked Dean Kaelin and Laura Hinds for their efforts in making the flags affordable.
