	Angela Jones, ASB President of Orting High School introduced Toni Jayne, Community Liaison and reported that the annual Carnival will be held May 5th from 12pm-4pm at the stadium or if rain, in the gymnasium.  She invited everyone to attend.
Connie Johnson reported on the STOP Campaign and requested input from the Council on how to connect the campaign to the dog park and Bridge for Kids.

Barbara Ford, Director of the Orting Senior Center reported that the Center will be holding a plant sale on May 4 - 5.

Corrin Daffern, the new Orting Communities in Schools Director, provided information on the Wings Mentoring Program and requested volunteers to mentor students.  A one year commitment is requested, with one hour a week spent with the student.
Kenneth Hill discussed his concerns about signs in the park which prohibit firearms in the park.  He requested that the signs be corrected.  Mr. Bethune will contact Mr. Hill to discuss the situation.

Pierce County Hazard Mitigation Planning
	The Princesses were unable to attend.
Katie Gillespie and Richard Sherdell, Coordinators from Pierce County Department of Emergency Management discussed Hazard Mitigation Plan Amendments.  A $400,000 grant has been received from FEMA and the City is reviewing and updating the Orting plan to ensure compliance with the FEMA regulations.  This plan makes the City eligible for federal grants and mitigation projects.
City Administrator Bethune added that the City will receive approximately $20,000 in reimbursements for storm damage because we have an approved Hazard Mitigation Plan.

Refurbishing Jenny
Jail Arrangements
	Fire Chief Webb along with Firefighter Jake Wigley discussed possible restoration of the antique fire engine, “Jenny”.  They presented an agreement that defines ownership, use and care of the community asset.  The intent is to have a committee representing the community to make decisions on funding the restoration and accomplishing needed repairs.  Mr. Goff of the Orting Bakery has created a “Jenny” cookie with all proceeds raised by selling the cookies used for the restoration.  An estimated $8,000 will be needed, and it is hoped to accomplish the restoration by Red Hat Days.  Councilmember Drennen requested a better description and definition of the restoration.  Chief Webb pointed out that the intention is to restore Jenny to her original condition, and welcomed interested parties to participate in the committee.
Deputy Mayor Hunt moved to authorize the Mayor to enter into agreement with the Local 4459 (FD18).  Motion was seconded by Councilmember Holland.  Agreement was made to change the date of the document to read “effective as of date of signature.” Motion carried unanimously.   See “RestoreJenny.org”
Police Chief Drake reported that long term incarcerations are beginning to impact our budget, as longer sentences are being imposed.  The Department will be considering alternatives for long-term incarcerations in lower cost facilities.

	Transportation Benefit District Board
Public Hearing:

	Councilmember Holland moved to recess the Council meeting to the Transportation Benefit District Board meeting.  Motion seconded by Councilmember Hunt and carried unanimously.
Graham Hunt, Chair called the meeting to order and called roll - with all members present.  Chairman Hunt requested that Attorney Ann Marie Soto explain the purpose of having a separate Transportation Benefit District Board.

Chairman Hunt moved that the Board ask the City Council to (1) conduct a public hearing to consider adopting amendments to the six-year transportation improvement program ("TIP") to include the maintenance and preservation of all City streets, (2) adopt an amendment to the six-year TIP adding the maintenance and preservation of all City streets as a transportation program element, and (3) conduct a public hearing to consider adopting amendments to the enabling ordinance authorizing formation of the TBD to include maintenance and preservation of all City streets as a transportation improvement project or series of projects eligible for TDB funding, (4) adopt such amendments to the enabling ordinance; and, that upon adoption of such amendments to the TIP and the enabling ordinance, the TBD shall at its next regularly scheduled meeting vote to approve or disapprove a resolution imposing an annual vehicle fee in the amount of $20.00 to fund authorized transportation improvement projects or series of projects related to preservation and maintenance of City streets.  Councilmember Holland seconded the motion.  A vote was taken:  Ayes – Hunt, Holland, Penner, Krogh, Drennen; Nays – Colorossi, Fritz. The motion carried.
Mayor Temple opened the Public Hearing at 9:05pm.
Kenneth Hill expressed his disagreement with the fee.
Harold Burkes questioned why we are paying RTA tax, since we have no service and proposed that the Council find a way to remove the RTA tax.  Councilmember Colorossi noted that the City voted in the RTA plan knowing we would not be recipients of structural facilities of this project.
Mayor Temple closed the Public Hearing at 9:10pm.

Mayor Temple reconvened the Council meeting at 9:20pm.
