April 25, 2012
Mayor Cheryl Temple called the meeting to order with the flag salute at 7:00 pm in the Orting Public Safety Building.  Roll call found in attendance Councilmembers Stanley Holland, Scott Drennen, Rickord Fritz, Ava Krogh, Josh Penner and Guy S. Colorossi and Ex-Officio Shawn Mahoney. Councilmember Holland moved to excuse Deputy Mayor Hunt. The motion was seconded by Councilmember Fritz and carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Councilmember Colorossi to approve the Consent Agenda as prepared.  Motion was seconded by Councilmember Holland and carried unanimously.  


COMMENTS FROM CITIZENS:
	
	Dick Ford reported that plans for the “Big O” Charity Poker Run are in place for July 21, 2012.  This is a charity for the Orting Food Bank.  Registration fee is $10 plus one can of food.  He also requested consideration for the area in front of the bell tower to be designated as motorcycle parking. He advised he will be presenting this request to the Transportation Committee.

William Birkes of the Carbon River Landing Home Owners Association reported on problems regarding a breezeway by the retention pond on Carbon River Landing.  He cited issues such as animals, walkers and vehicles cutting across the front yard of adjoining properties and leaving waste.  The HOA would like to have the access closed off.  Mr. Birkes advised the HOA will be changing CC&R’s to allow a fence in the front yard of the affected properties.  Ken Wolfe, Building Official, suggested that bollards might be placed to prevent vehicles from using the breezeway.

AD HOC COMMITTEE FOR E-PAYMENT
	Councilmember Krogh discussed the dues and grant for the Orting Chamber of Commerce.  She advised that the committee had agreed to pay dues of $1,000 plus a $2,000 grant for 2012.  The Chamber will establish smart goals regarding what is to be done and the benefit to the City.  In July or August 2012 the Chamber will present these goals to Council and discuss plans to sunset these funds.

Mr. Rendell from the Chamber discussed the goals of the Chamber at this point and the costs of membership.  Councilmember Colorossi pointed out how well the Orting Business and Civic Association, a predecessor of the Chamber, worked when it was manned by volunteers.  It was agreed that Councilmember Krogh would arrange a meeting between Councilmember Colorossi and Mr. Rendell to discuss the possibilities and options.

Councilmember Colorossi reviewed the Council Rules of Procedure and after discussion and clarification on some points, arrived at a final draft.  He will present the draft at the next Council meeting for approval.

Mayor Temple suggested formation of an Ad Hoc committee to address e-payment options as soon as possible.  She expressed the need to gather the information for an RFP without delay, as our current equipment is failing.  Councilmember Drennen stated that the Utilities Committee is already working on e-payments.  Mayor Temple explained that the Ad Hoc committee would meet immediately, review in-depth the options surrounding e-billing, e-payment, and mailing of utility bills, and report their findings to the Utilities Committee for inclusion in the next RFP.  It was recommended that Councilmembers Penner, Fritz and Hunt be members of the committee.  
Councilmember Holland moved to form the committee with these Councilmembers.  Councilmember Colorossi seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

	River Management
	Ken Wolfe, Building Official presented an update on permitting and funding for the setback levee project and commented on the success of the river cleanup effort. Mr. Bethune added that the price of the levee has increased to approximately $14M.

	Schools and Community Interests
	Councilmember Fritz reported that the installation of a heating unit and ceiling fans at Orting Station is complete. Gratzer Park ball diamonds are on a weather hold at this time and there will be some reseeding.  The Community Network is organizing a 9-11 Commemorative Day of Service on 8 Sep and is calling for projects; something that might take 4-5 hours of volunteer time.  The City Wide Yard Sale will be held on June 23.

	Councilmember Colorossi advised that the recent privatization of liquor will impact our budget. The funding mechanism is not clear at this time.

	Councilmember Krogh reported that the Lodging Tax Advisory Board will bring a recommendation to the next Council meeting.    Mr. Bethune shared his Biz Fair budget with the committee and gave the Council an update.  Councilmember Penner recommended involving the bases in the Biz Fair and Mr. Bethune agreed to follow-up.
