OLD BUSINESS:
	
Scope and Budget for the Calistoga Setback Levee Additional Permitting Activities
	
Councilmember Fritz explained his concern for the required additional funding for the permitting to complete Calistoga Setback Levee work.  As addressed at the May 8, 2013 council meeting,   TASK 1 project management, TASK 2 alternatives analysis, TASK 3 mitigation plan, TASK 4 additional federal and state compliance, TASK 5 (new) Gratzer Park mitigation permitting compliance and TASK 6 (new) 100% construction plans, TASK 1 thru 6 is $73,200.  TASK 7 is for $10,000.  The total additional permitting costs are $136,383.16 with $90,922.11 coming from the Department of Ecology grant and $45,461.05 of city funds.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Councilmember Fritz further discussed the budget line items associated with this project by providing a spreadsheet showing all expenditures for permitting the project; including the original scope and budget from the May 2012.  Budget line items 410-594-35-41-20, 410-594-38-41-14, 410-594-38-61-16 were noted.  JC provided a revised scope and budget task sheet dated May 15th 2013 to help explain the background.  It was noted that General Facility Charges (410-343-83-01-00) has received unanticipated revenue.  Councilmember Fritz is comfortable recommending approval when the combining the available budgeted expenditures and the unexpected revenue.

Councilmember Drennen and Building Official Wolfe both gave their consensus as to the importance of approving the recommended additional funding for the permitting activity.

Councilmember Hunt moved to approve Scope and Budget for Calistoga Setback Levee.  Deputy Mayor Holland seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
