Chief Drake offered a safety tip.  Periodically we become the focus of crime targeting the area.  Recently there have been a number of purse thefts.  He recommends not leaving your purse unattended, even in a locked car.

Chief Gibson reported that there was a double fatality on Graham-Kapowsin Highway and an additional significant accident recently.  Fire staff were successful in the resuscitation of a person in cardiac arrest.

Councilmember Hunt reported that Calistoga Grind and Overlay project will start this summer.  

Councilmember Hunt reported that vehicle tab revenues have been coming in lower than expected which may severely restrict the chip-seal road work planned for this summer. It may be possible to lend money to the TBD fund from the Street Fund.  Pierce County is only willing to do street prep work this summer and will not do chip-seal.  Private companies are being considered to bid out the chip-seal part of the project.

Update on Calistoga Setback Levee Meeting of May 20, 2013
	
Councilmember Hunt reviewed the amendment to the event application. It will be the responsibility of the event coordinator to ensure vendors do not park on Van Scoyoc Ave. SW, Washington Ave.S., nor in the park parking lots. Those vendors may park for a short time for loading and unloading of equipment.

Councilmember Drennen reported that the issue has been discussed in the Public Works Committee.  Orting School District has requested reduced garbage pick- up from DM Disposal. The reduced service will require an amendment to the franchise agreement. Discussion ensued.  City Administrator Bethune indicated that DM Disposal was willing to open the contract and draft an amendment.  The draft amendment will be sent to Public Works Committee for review and recommendation.  Councilmember Drennen expressed concern that other businesses would have to absorb the cost.  Councilmember Fritz questioned if we reduce the cost to the School District would the cost be distributed to everyone else.  Mr. Coleman from DM indicated that would not necessarily be the case.  Administrator Bethune reported that only the City Council can approve rate increases based on the franchise agreement.

Jake Donovan stated he is working with the School District to find ways to reduce environmental impact and costs, and to improve recycling participation and efficiency by using larger garbage boxes.  


Joe Pestinger expressed his appreciation that the DM employees are doing a better job of replacing lids on garbage cans.

Building Official Ken Wolfe reported that he and Parametrix staff met with the Army Corp of Engineers on May 20th for two hours to discuss permitting for the Calistoga Setback Levee.  We have been promised a two-week turn around on the wetland buffer issue.
