Community & Government Interests
	
Councilmember Fritz announced the Food Bank will provide lunches for students through the Summer Lunch Program, which will run from June 17 – August 30, 2013 for ages 1-18.  Financial support and volunteers are needed.  Councilmember  Colorossi mentioned the Food Bank is also looking for Board members.  The Washington Soldiers Home invites everyone to the May 27th Memorial Day Ceremony. On June 14th, September 13th and December 13th the Soldiers Home will have a tea time and a historical tour of the facility.

	
Public Works
	
Councilmember Drennen reported that the committee is looking at the DM Disposal contract and considering a request by the school system for reduced collection and seasonal use rates as opposed to year round service.

The Master Builders Association is requesting GFC payment deferral to occupancy permit or, at the least, building permit.  This will be reviewed further.  

The Committee continues to work with the design vendor for the Public Works Building and hopes to have something for the Council soon.  Councilmember Colorossi continues to work diligently on the Orville Road water line easements.

	
Finance & Cemetery
	
Councilmember Colorossi presented draft minutes of the previous meeting.  He discussed the extensive steps required for the city’s annual financial report due to the State Auditor. He discussed committee work to look at moving parks operation and maintenance budget items from the general fund to the parks fund.  Councilmember Colorossi stated that approximately $15,000 of Transportation Benefit District fees have been received.

Deputy Mayor Holland stated that the Public Safety meeting for May 14th is cancelled.

Chief Gibson just received volcano awareness training and reported that this is Volcano Awareness Month.  He has met with the Soldiers Home and will be doing quarterly training and drills.  On May 16th the fire department will be participating in an all day water rescue exercise in Puget Sound.  He reported a successful test burn on May 4th.  Orting Valley Fire District has formalized an agreement with the Department of Natural Resources for mutual aid.

Calistoga Setback LeveePermitting Update
	
Ken Wolfe, Building Official and JC Hungerford, Engineer provided an update of the Calistoga Setback Levee permitting process and the need for additional fundingof $136,383.16 due to unforeseen requirements from the Corp of Engineers. The increases were itemized in a new scope and budget.  The grant from the Department of Ecology for construction of storm water features in the new setback levee can cover for $90,922.11 of the new wetland mitigation expenses.  The City must pay $45,461.05 as match from the storm water fund.




OLD BUSINESS:
	
Scope and Budget for the Calistoga Setback Levee Additional Permitting Activities
	
Councilmember Fritz expressed concerns including not having sufficient time to review a very expensive scope and budget and that he believed it would be good to review the previous scope and budget for wetland mitigation before approving the increased funding. Councilmember Fritz also expressed concern that the use of the Ecology grant would decrease the money available for construction of the setback levee project.  He recommended waiting for the next Council meeting to approve the scope and budget.  After much discussion, Deputy Mayor Holland moved to approve the Scope and Budget for the Calistoga Setback Levee Additional Permitting Activities.  There was no second and the motion died. It was recommended that the Scope and Budget will proceed to a special meeting of the Finance Committee for further review, then to a special meeting of the Council if needed.
