The focus should be on the replacement of the current playground equipment.  The Commission also recommends the use of a less expensive Landscape Designer to consider possibilities for new landscaping.

	Councilmember Colorossi deferred to City Administrator Bethune.  Mr. Bethune explained the benefits of moving the Code Enforcement Officer from a contractor to a part time employee.  Councilmember Holland requested that the position be advertised for other candidates.  Councilmember Fritz reported on his positive experience with current Code Enforcement Officer and questioned if going out for other candidates was required.  Councilmember Hunt questioned the purposed of the change.  Councilmembers Drennen and Penner voiced their questions and Mayor Temple expressed her support of Mr. Kuss.  Attorney Bacha reviewed the legal issues including the need for a budget amendment and a job description. Councilmember Fritz suggested that a job description be presented to Council for approval and moved to table this issue to the next meeting. The motion was seconded by Councilmember Holland and passed unanimously.
Deputy Mayor Hunt moved to adopt Resolution #2012-4 regarding membership in the Association of Washington Cities Risk Management Service Agency (AWC RMSA). The motion was seconded by Councilmember Holland and carried unanimously.  Mayor Temple reported that Deputy Mayor Hunt has been elected to the Board of Directors of the AWC Risk Management Board.

Building Official Ken Wolfe addressed the Council and answered questions in regard to the additional permitting activity for the Calistoga setback levee wetland mitigation plan. Councilmember Fritz expressed concerns of the overall costs, the number of hours, and work hour distribution methods used in the budget and queried if there was a more cost efficient method of assigning hours between Scientist positions.  Engineer Dave Roberts of Parametrix explained the costs and procedures of Parametrix and emphasized this was an estimate and that hours distribution can be moved as needed.  Councilmember Drennen moved to approve the additional Calistoga Setback Levee permitting activities for $219,953.54.  Councilmember Holland seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Councilmember Drennen moved to approve the Scope and Budget for the Water System Plan Capital Improvement Plan. Councilmember Holland seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Councilmember Drennen moved to approve the Scope and Budget for the General Sewer System Plan Capital Improvement Plan.  Councilmember Holland seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Councilmember Drennen moved to approve the Scope and Budget for the Stormwater Comprehensive Plan Capital Improvement Plan.  Councilmember Fritz seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
