Mayor Pestinger advised that the city has received a Department of Ecology, 2013 Wastewater Treatment Plant Outstanding Performance Award.

Mayor Pestinger advised that a list of legal/illegal fireworks as well as allowable times for the discharge of the fireworks will be posted on the city website.

Councilmember Fritz and Mayor Pestinger discussed an urban growth area (UGA) for Orting.  Mr. Bethune reported that the expense for a UGA proposal to the County would be about $5,000 - $10,000 which is currently not budgeted.
