City Administrator Bethune reported there are no new updates.  Chip-sealing is to begin by the middle to end of August.  Paving of Calistoga St. will be done during 

that time as well.  

Councilmember Fritz and Birkes expressed concerns that tab fees are not being charged properly.  Mr. Bethune will check into this and report back to the Council.

Building Official Ken Wolfe provided an update on the Calistoga Setback Levee.  The final mitigation plan was submitted on Monday. 

Councilmember Josh Penner reported that the Washington Department of Veterans Affairs is repurposing land at the Soldiers Home.  He read a  public announcement regarding an up-coming 100 mile “ultra run” sponsored by the Department of Veterans affairs:  The runners will be in Orting at about 7PM and stop at the park for 45 minutes.  

Mayor Temple introduced Tom Edwards and requested confirmation of Mr. Edwards as a Planning Commissioner.  Councilmember Hunt moved to confirm Mr. Edwards as Planning Commissioner.  Councilmember Birkes seconded and the motion carried.

Medical Marijuana Collective Gardens















Rock Wall Signage Design and Placement
	
Councilmember Hunt moved to approve an ordinance of the City of Orting, Washington, relating to land use and zoning;  adopting zoning restrictions regarding the cultivation of medical cannabis (marijuana) for personal use and in collective gardens; describing the land use impacts triggering such restrictions; establishing separation and distance requirements within the permitted zones; establishing procedures for enforcement of violations including abatement of cannabis nuisances; adding a new chapter to Title 13 of the Orting Municipal Code (OMC); amending Title 13 OMC to allow collective gardens as a permitted home occupation and accessory use; establishing an effective date; and, providing for severability. Councilmember Fritz stated his appreciation to Councilmembers Holland and Hunt for their efforts but stated his remaining concerns for the record, including his fundamental disagreement in recognizing the legality of marijuana cultivation in any form, definition concerns regarding those who can prescribe as well as those who can be issued a prescription for medical marijuana, and security concerns.  Deputy Mayor Holland seconded and the motion carried with ayes by Deputy Mayor Holland, Councilmembers Hunt, Drennen, Birkes and Colorossi; nays by Councilmembers Fritz and Penner.

Councilmember Colorossi provided a brief history of the rock wall and signage at the north park.  Councilmember Fritz moved to approve Rock Wall signage design and placement.  Deputy Mayor Holland seconded and the motion carried.
