Resolution No. 2013-6:  Tobacco in City Parks










Minor Amendments to the Shoreline Master Plan, Final Adoption
	
Councilmember Colorossi presented the resolution and background that other cities have regarding smoke free parks.  Barbara Ford stated that the Parks Commission recommended a resolution rather than an ordinance, due to the inability to enforce an ordinance. She indicated that peer pressure from others in the park might encourage people not to smoke.  There is a grant for free signs. 

Deputy Mayor Holland recommended returning the issue to Parks Commission for further review.  Councilmembers Penner and Fritz were not comfortable voting on this issue at this time and would like to see what the signs will say.  Councilmember Drennen stated the Parks Commission is focusing in on the areas where children are. The issue will return to Parks Commission for a better definition of areas and verbiage of signs.

Ken Wolfe, Acting City Administrator/Building Official provided an update on minor amendments.   He would like to bring an ordinance and final amendments to Council on September 11, 2013 for adoption.
