Chief Drake presented Officer Phil Taylor and welcomed his family.  The Oath of Office was administered by Mayor Temple.


Chief Webb presented a mid-year Fire Department report and update.


JC Hungerford, Parametrix Engineer provided a slideshow presentation of the Wastewater Treatment Plant and explained the Energy Action Plan.  Councilmember Drennen moved to approve Scope and Budget for Wastewater Treatment Plant Energy Action Plan.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Holland and carried unanimously.

Councilmember Fritz and City Administrator Bethune showed a presentation with 3-D renderings and reviewed the features of the play park set, ADA additions, etc.  Barbara Ford explained the selection process.  Councilmember Drennen 

requested a parts and components list, a maintenance plan, a warranty plan, a placement plan, and suggested lighting be addressed prior to construction of the main park play set.  Councilmember Holland moved to approve the play set for the City Park as recommended by the Parks Commission, awarding Buell Recreation/ Burke Playgrounds the contract to provide the main park play set for the amount of $88,077.95.  The motion was approved with ayes from Councilmembers Holland, Penner, Colorossi, Krogh, Fritz and Deputy Mayor Hunt, and a nay vote from Councilmember Drennen.

Ordinance #933 – Lodging Tax Amendment

	
A motion was made by Deputy Mayor Hunt to approve an Ordinance of the City of Orting, Washington relating to the imposition of a lodging tax; amending Orting Municipal Code Section 3-10-1 and adding new Section 3-10-7; providing for severability; and establishing an effective date. The motion was seconded by Councilmember Holland and passed unanimously.

Resolution #2012-11 – Surplus Old Street Sweeper
	
Councilmember Colorossi moved to approve Ordinance #932, an Ordinance of the City of Orting, Washington, relating to amendments to the 2011 budget; amending the 2012 budget to transfer fund balances, reapppropriate transferred funds, and terminate Fund 510 (Equipment Reserve Fund), Fund 501 (Risk Fund), Fund 602 (Unemployment Fund), and Fund 301 (Public Safety Bldg); finding an emergency exists; providing for severability; and establishing an effective date.  Deputy Mayor Hunt seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Deputy Mayor Hunt moved to approve a resolution of the City of Orting, Washington, declaring the city’s street sweeper as surplus property and authorizing disposal.  Councilmember Holland seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
