	Building Official Ken Wolfe reported that he met  today with the Board of Supervisors of the Flood Control Zone District. They will fully fund Orting for the remainder needed for the Calistoga Setback Levee.  Our project has been adopted as the number one project.  He spoke with the Chief of the regulatory division of the Army Corp and expressed concerns regarding permitting delays.  We will have their comments first thing tomorrow.  There will be a conference call tomorrow at 1PM to get the formula that was sent.  Mr. Wolfe expects to have trucks on the ground in January, 2014, with 6-9 months of construction to follow.  The final signature day for funding will be October 9, 2013.  He asked the Council to attend.

Building Official Ken Wolfe provided a brief explanation of the ordinance.  Councilmember Drennen moved to approve An Ordinance Of The City Of Orting, Washington, Relating To Shoreline Management; Amending Section 11-6-1 Of The Orting Municipal Code; Adopting Minor Amendments To The Shoreline Master Program; Providing For Severability; as approved by the Department of Ecology And Establishing An Effective Date. Deputy Mayor Holland seconded and the motion carried.
