Selection of 2014 Deputy Mayor

	
Mayor Temple recognized city employee Richard Farris, who is retiring after 40 years of dedicated service to the City of Orting. Former Mayor Wayne Harmon, Former Mayor Colorossi and Councilmember Drennen each publicly wished Mr. Farris well as he retires. Mayor Temple presented a plaque, a gold shovel, and stated the road into the cemetery will be named after him, indicated by a small road sign. Mr. Farris thanked the Council.  

Councilmembers asked questions of the Popular Networks representatives, which were answered by Eli Brush and John Simpson.  Discussion ensued between Councilmembers and Mr. Brush and Mr. Simpson.  Councilmember Hunt moved to approve the Dell lease proposal for two new servers.   Councilmember Fritz seconded and the motion carried.

City Administrator Mark Bethune explained the incorrect addresses on Balmer St. SW and how the issue would be corrected.  The City will send a letter to those homeowners affected by the change, including information on who will be notified of the new addresses by the City.  Councilmember Fritz moved to approve a Resolution of the City of Orting, Washing, establishing new street and home addresses, and providing for an effect date of change.  Councilmember Penner seconded and the motion carried.

[bookmark: _GoBack]City Administrator Bethune explained that the Association of Washington Cities (AWC) (our insurer) is creating a health care program which will be self-insured.  The result will be a zero increase in medical premiums for 2014.  In addition we will receive a 2% discount on premiums as a result of participation in AWC’s WellCity  program.  Councilmember Birkes moved to approve a Resolution of the City of Orting, Washington adopting the Interlocal Agreement with the Association of Washington Cities, creating the Health Care Program; providing for severability; and establishing an effective date.  Deputy Mayor Holland seconded and the motion carried.

Councilmember Drennen provided a brief review of amendments to the Solid Waste Franchise Agreement requested by the Orting School District.  This was a “first read” and will return to committee for further discussion.



Councilmember Birkes moved to approve Councilmember Colorossi as Deputy Mayor.  Councilmember Drennen seconded and the motion carried.
