	Schools and Community Interests
	Councilmember Fritz reported that the Committee met September 26th.  The primary discussion was setting the foundation for reestablishing a 4-H club in Orting.  The meeting was well attended and solid interest expressed.  Brian Brandt from the Washington State University Extension provided important information on establishing a community club and identified positions needed for a successful club to function.  Other key stakeholders and their roles and interaction with the club were also identified.  
 

Councilmember Fritz also reported that he had a constructive and hopeful meeting with Dax Dowling, the Intern Administrator of the Soldiers Home. Mr. Dowling expressed a sincere desire to reconnect with the City and has encouraged his staff to think of ways to make these connections.  One key opportunity is potentially establishing a Community Garden in partnership with the Soldiers Home.
The community build of the new Big Toy in Orting's City Park is scheduled for Saturday, September 29th, from 7:30 a.m. until completion.  Councilmember Fritz commended Beckie Meek for doing a terrific job in coordinating this project.

	Crosswalk Beacons

MPC Emergency Roof Repair
	Deputy Mayor Hunt reviewed the need for the crosswalk beacons at the crosswalk located near Rocky Road, citing poor lighting and safety issues.  Mayor Temple instructed City Administrator Bethune to repaint the lines across SR 162 if needed.  Councilmember Drennen suggested adding a “stop” line for vehicles.
Deputy Mayor Hunt moved to approve purchase of crosswalk beacons on SR 162 at Rocky Road from JSF Technologies in the amount of $4,760.00 plus $300.00 for City expenses, for a total of $5,060.00.  Councilmember Holland seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
City Administrator Bethune explained the status of the roof on the MPC building.  After much discussion, Councilmember Fritz motioned to postpone the issue to the first meeting in October.  Councilmember Holland seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  It was agreed that all four bids will be brought to the next meeting for the Council to review.
