Approval of December 2019 Minutes

South Sound 911
· The South Sound Law Enforcement Support Services Agreement was reviewed and discussed. This entity provides the police department with dispatching and other law enforcement related support. This is a continuation of services already being provided by SS911. The committee decided to bring the contract forward to the next study session.

Interlocal Agreement for Inmate Housing/South Correctional Entity
· The committee reviewed a new contract with the South Correctional Entity (SCORE). This is one of the entities that has been providing jail services to the police department. The facility offers medical services as well as the ability to place both male and female inmates. The committee decided to bring the contract forward to the next study session.

Police Department Update
· Chief Gard reports that he has been actively meeting with Pierce County Emergency Management with regard to lahar and disaster planning. Multiple cities are participating in this effort. Emphasis has been to establish common protocol, in such events, for all entities. This would include establishing a City and multijurisdictional evacuation plan for the entire valley area.
· The department is exploring the purchase of Ford Fusions to be utilized by our detective and administration. The vehicles are very fuel efficient, 40 mpg, and can be made pursuit ready if needed.
· Chief Gard Reported that our new entry level officer candidate, Ashleigh Rose, will be headed to a February police academy pending completion of upcoming physical fitness testing.
