Fireworks, Advisory Election
· Discussed timing of advisory election, need to enforce current laws, have larger discussion at Council study session this month, how to communicate with the public about potential changes; consider location for public fireworks (Lions field, School property on Orville); look at ending block parties where streets are closed due to the risk/liability and need for emergency vehicle access.

Continuity of Operations
· The City Administrator reviewed the new COOP plan and especially succession plans.  Will come to study session this month.

Council/Committee Goals
· Move transportation to this committee from utility committee – this topic will be in the Council study session
· Continue last year’s goal to work on reducing gridlock at school entrances/exits.  
· Invite the State and Federal government to be involved in the Orting school evacuation in May.
· Work with Tehaleh and Pierce County to get low cost recreation bridges built over the Carbon River.
· Police Department Accreditation.  The chief is working on this and the committee is still undecided if this is a good move for the city.  Reviewed benefits and costs.  Buckley police dropped accreditation recently due to the high cost to maintain.  AWC will not reduce bonds with accreditation but will for the use of Lexi-Pol.  The department already uses Lexi-Pol for policies/procedures and training regimen.  Lexi-pol standards are very close to state accreditation.
· Advisory vote in November election over use of fireworks.  Enforce current laws and requirements for fireworks now.
· Get engineering opinion about potential danger/risk of stampedes/fatal blockages (due to the steep climb and stairs) on proposed evacuation bridge over the Carbon River.
