Approval of Minutes:
Councilmember (CM) Drennen moved to approve the minutes of December 5, 2018 as prepared.


TRANSPORTATION:
Facilitator: Councilmember Drennen



1. Guests & Policy Issues:
A. Autonomous Electric Tram (AET) – City of Sumner is taking the lead for investigating and finding stakeholders, in requesting WSDOT to consider AET transportation.  AET’s would require a 3rd lane on SR 162 and need no tracks.  On another note, WSDOT does have on a future agenda, two round-a-bouts on SR 162 E and 410 Hwy.  

B. SR 162 E & Whitehawk Blvd NW street light request – CM Drennen noted that there is no signage for trail crossing or right hand turn lane.  He also noticed areas that need vegetation removed or trimmed.  Some of the vegetation needs to be addressed by the Whitehawk HOA.   There’s also some line-of-site issues when making a right hand turn off SR 162 E.  
· Request PSE to install a light pole on Whitehawk Blvd NW near the trail crossing.(council approval)
· Have public works trim back vegetation to improve line of sight, potentially remove a tree on the trail.
· Contact Code Enforcement to request the HOA trim back its foliage.
· Trail crossing and crosswalk area need new crossing paint, currently not-visible.
· Blinking crosswalk lights open for further discussion.







2.	Phase 1 – SR 162 Pedestrian Bridge
A. State DOT Funding Status: JC received the legislative capital sponsorship form from our state representatives.  Parametrix is working on completing this and sending in.

B. Phase 1 SR 162 Bridge Crossing, Scope of Work Proposal 90% design:  Design is underway.

C. Rocky Road NE Easement Status – Appraisal:  A new developer is looking at the Gratzer property.  The current property owner will not move forward with granting easement but will disclose the City’s request for easement to potential buyers.  A potential buyer, DR Horton, is working on an amendment to the City’s comp plan which would downsize the commercial area and create more multi-family/residential lots. The city has yet to receive or review the amendment request.
 
D. Treasurer Report:  No Update


3. Transportation Benefit District (TBD):
The TBD is a funding mechanism designed to tax City of Orting Residents $20 per vehicle at time of renewing vehicle licensing tabs; 100% of this tax is returned to the City of Orting where 100% of the funds is used only for repair and maintenance of streets and pedestrian pathways.  Please refer to RCW 36.73.010 thru RCW 36.73.180 for more information.

A. Sidewalk Improvement Plan:  Public Works will re-bid for sidewalk replacement in 2019.  Per Mark Barfield, Greg will be sending Parametrix information for bidding.

B. Chip Seal/MicroSeal – Corrin Ave. SW and Old Pioneer Way NW, Rocky Rd NE and driveway to old shop at 601 Calistoga St W are the areas considered for chipseal.  Per Mark Barfield, Greg will be sending Parametrix information for bidding.



4. 	Capital Improvement
A. Whitehawk South-West Connector ROW:  JC stated the Engineering is out for competitive RFQ bid; will be due back in mid-January.  Mark Bethune wants a sub-committee to complete interviews for the RFQ.

B. Kansas St SW Upgrade Scope and Budget Proposal 30% Pre-Design: Parametrix is at 30% design and will have copies of the document in January.  JC will have the Scope and Budget available at the February meeting.


5.	Operations and Maintenance – Mark Barfield for Greg Reed
A.	Calistoga St W & Kansas St SW street light upgrade is in process with PSE.  The City will also realign the direction of the crosswalk.

6.	Guests & Policy Issue

A. Service Line Warranty – The National League of Cities is requesting cities to inform its rate payers of insurance for when private service lines need repair or replacing.  The City didn’t feel that it was their responsibility to endorse a company and promote the insurance that it’s up to property owners to take on this responsibility.  This item to be removed.

B. Permit Time Frames: Notice of Commencement of Work – A change to the City code will require 15 days change to 6 months with one extension.

C. Side Sewer Ownership (OMC) – The side sewer policy needs to be updated and incorporated into code.  
Mark Bethune added to this item; that there is a customer who has a side sewer that needs to be repaired and the current code requires he repair it to the main.  CM Drennen feels a side sewer should be repaired to the cleanout (or the sidewalk).  And past practice has been to repair to sidewalk or 6” at ROW.  JC commented for Greg that he’s researched state regs and other City policies, and found State and some City’s require property owner’s to own sewer line to the main, whereas some city’s elected to write its code where property owner owns to ROW.
Mark Bethune suggested he, Greg and Scott meet for further discussion.



7.	WATER

A. SR 162 E. Water Line Crossing Design & 178th Scope & Budget –Permit application and payment was mailed to WSDOT last month.  Pending approval.


8.	WASTEWATER

A. WWTP Electrical Audit for Facility Electrical Systems: CM Drennen brought back several comments regarding the audit and is recommending a sub-committee for Friday Jan. 4th with plant operators, Greg, Parametrix and himself to discuss a long term maintenance plan.  

B. Puyallup River Lift Station – JC commented that he’s moving forward with design and will be on council agenda next week, Jan 9th for approval.

C. I&I Sewer Relining - Ready to go out for bid in 2019, Per Mark Barfield, Greg to provide information to Parametrix in next week.



9.	STORMWATER

A. Calistoga Setback Levee Lamp Process: JC is working on setting up a meeting with Pierce County to discuss future steps for upstream projects.

B. Village Green Outfall @ High Cedars – JC stated that construction funding is likely for spring 2019.  Design and permitting scheduled for this year.





C. Review SWMP Plan– City working on updating design standards, grading permit application, development standards and continuing to work with DOE for updating the plan.  

D. Review Stormwater Ord., Including Appendix 1: Pending comments on the code revisions from DOE.  Council adoption likely in January 2019.




10.	Operations and Maintenance – Mark Barfield for Greg Reed

A. 1005 Old Pioneer Way NW – Property owner filled property illegally, which has adversely impacted the property next door at Pioneer Self-Storage facility, creating a bathtub when it rains; in addition, it caused the drain field to fail.  The property owner at 1005 Old Pioneer Way NW has submitted an engineered plan to put the property back to its original condition.  
However, since submittal, the property owner appears to have taken a step back and would like to prep the ground for future development.  JC will reach out to their engineer for an update

B. Well #1 Reservoir Repair – Mark Barfield commented that Contech sent in a contract, which the City Attorney responded with a contract, signed and delivered back to Contech for signature.

C. Stormwater Job Description – Per Mark Barfield for Greg, the job description is still in review.



11.	Capital Facilities Update

A. New Public Works Shop Update (location at 901 Rocky Rd NE):  Mark Bethune mentioned that construction for new shop is moving fast:  Roofing and siding could be on by end of the January and completely enclosed by end of month. 

B. New City Hall Update (location at 102 Bridge St SE): Mark Bethune provided a RFQ for an action plan for contaminated soil & groundwater discoveries.  Five responses were received.  Mark is recommending PBS and would like to take to Council for approval.  The RFQ is available for review at City Hall.



12.	Technologies

A. Asset Management & Scheduling:  Aakavs Consulting, will be meeting with public works tomorrow, January 3rd, for implementation and rollout plan of the Aktivov Total Asset Management software.

B. GIS Progress – CAD is complete.  The GIS is live and ready for use. 

C. Broadband in our Community – Scott Larson mentioned that he’s working to identify a provider.









13.	Round Table

A.	Mark Bethune is requesting what vital records does public works need to have electronic and backup on the server (database) in the event of an emergency.  And to document what vital records are backed up.
