Approval of Minutes:
Councilmember (CM) Drennen moved to approve the minutes of January 2, 2019 as prepared.


TRANSPORTATION:
Facilitator: Councilmember Drennen



1. Guests & Policy Issues:

A. Mr. Michael Cuddie of 203 Bowlin Ave NE visited today’s meeting for a better understanding of side sewer ownership.  His request comes after several sewer backup issues at his property, to where it’s come to a point that Mr. Cuddie needs to replace his side sewer.  However, it’s unclear due to pass practice, if he’s to replace the side sewer up to the 6” cleanout (at property line) or to the main.
PW Director Greg Reed stated his opinion whereas; the side sewer should include going into the right-of-way (ROW) to the main; that that side sewer line serves no other use except for that property and that the property owner should bare the cost.  With that said, to work in the ROW, requires a street opening permit and a licensed contractor to complete the work.  If the City should continue to bare the costs for side sewer replacement from 6” cleanout to the main, will be a costly endeavor to the city’s budget, especially since many of the old side sewers in the City are near end of life.
CM Drennen opposes Greg’s view, noting that pass practice has always been for City Crew to repair side sewers from the property line and or 6” cleanout; and that City GFCs were calculated as buy in to the City’s sewer system and monthly sewer bills are intended to cover the operations & maintenance cost of repairs, even if in the ROW.
Greg requested to have this item go to Study Session where all Councilmembers can weigh in on the subject, as this may require a code amendment for clarity.




B. Autonomous Electric Tram (AET) – City of Sumner is taking the lead for investigating and finding stakeholders, in requesting WSDOT to consider AET transportation.  Orting City Council approved the request to become a stakeholder. 

C. SR 162 E & Whitehawk Blvd NW street light request – Greg met with Puget Sound Energy’s Lars Larson on site to establish best location for lighting over the crosswalk at Whitehawk Blvd NW & SR 162 E. The light & pole install will be on the NW corner, behind the sidewalk.  CM Drennen mentioned last meeting lack of pedestrian signage on SR 162 E, Southbound when turning right onto Whitehawk Blvd NW.  Greg requested Parametrix Engineer JC Hungerford to reach out to WSDOT for sign request.  
JC checked for sightline issues from vegetation and found there are none.


2.	Phase 1 – SR 162 Pedestrian Bridge
A. State DOT Funding Status: JC handed out a first draft copy of the legislative grant request that City Administrator Mark Bethune and Mayor Josh Penner will be taking with them on their visit to the States Capital on February 12, 2019.  Funding requested for the pedestrian bridge is $5,945,000.00

B. Phase 1 SR 162 Bridge Crossing, Scope of Work Proposal 90% design:  Design is nearly 30% complete, with expectations to have 90% design around mid-summer 2019.

C. Rocky Road NE Easement Status – Appraisal:  The City Planner is working on an amendment to the City’s Comprehensive Plan that will allow for a broader scope of building options for zoning at the Engfer/Gratzer property.  There has been no update/comments from either buyer or seller at this time.
 
D. Treasurer Report:  No Update


3. Transportation Benefit District (TBD):
The TBD is a funding mechanism designed to tax City of Orting Residents $20 per vehicle at time of renewing vehicle licensing tabs; 100% of this tax is returned to the City of Orting where 100% of the funds is used only for repair and maintenance of streets and pedestrian pathways.  Please refer to RCW 36.73.010 thru RCW 36.73.180 for more information.

A. Sidewalk Improvement Plan:  Greg provided JC with sidewalk sections in need of replacing.  JC commented that he expects the bid to go out in March for solicitation.

B. Chip Seal/MicroSeal – Greg mentioned Corrin Av SW, Eldredge Av SW, Chief Emmons Lane NW and a couple sections in Village Green for chipseal and has forward these sections to JC for the bid documents.  Greg also commented and requested if the committee would consider chipseal to some alley ways in the City to help alleviate potholes and reduce the amount staff grade alleyways.  Chipseal was completed on Rocky Rd NE about 5 years ago and has held up very well.   JC suggested looking in to the State Statute for allowed requirement.  JC expected the bid to go out in March for solicitation.


4. 	Capital Improvement
A. Whitehawk South-West Connector ROW:  Mark commented that we went out for RFQ and received to applicants.  One applicant responded with too many pages which canceled out that RFQ.  In addition, Mark learned from WSDOT that some of the caveats have changed, which will require modification to the RFQ.   


B. Kansas St SW Upgrade Scope and Budget Proposal 30% Pre-Design: JC commented that he’s at 30% design and will have plans to review at the end of the week; and will be placed in committee members’ mailbox. 


5.	Operations and Maintenance – Mark Barfield for Greg Reed
A.	Calistoga St W & Kansas St SW street light upgrade is complete.  Greg mentioned that when the weather improved, he will direct his crew to realign the crosswalk.

6.	Guests & Policy Issue

A. Permit Time Frames: Notice of Commencement of Work – A change to the City code - to request the 15-day to commence work from when permit is granted to 6-months with one 6-month extension.  Greg will continue to review code options and share with City Planner when ready.

B. Side Sewer Ownership (OMC) – See 1.A.


7.	WATER

A. SR 162 E. Water Line Crossing Design & 178th Scope & Budget –Permit application and payment was mailed to WSDOT last month.  Pending approval.
JC provided to Greg last week the bid documents.  When asked about the engineers estimate, it turned out to be around $30,000 higher than budgeted.  JC would like to go back to the State to see if there’s room for adjustments and possibly revise the bid doc.


8.	WASTEWATER

A. WWTP Electrical Audit for Facility Electrical Systems:  JC is working on final revisions to the report.  JC provided Greg a list of projects: solids upgrade, O&M upgrades and capital upgrades.  Greg mentioned including the O&M upgrades into the yearly work plan with the WWTP Operators.

B. Puyallup River Lift Station – No Update from last meeting.

C. I&I Sewer Relining – Greg identified areas requiring sewer reline from last year’s sewer cleaning project.  He’s provided JC with this information, who is working on the bid doc.  Expecting to go out for bid in mid-March.






9.	STORMWATER

A. Calistoga Setback Levee Lamp Process: JC is working on setting up a meeting with Pierce County to discuss future steps for upstream projects.

B. Village Green Outfall @ High Cedars – JC stated that construction funding is likely for spring 2019.  Design and permitting scheduled for this year.

C. Review SWMP Plan– City working on updating design standards, grading permit application, development standards and continuing to work with DOE for updating the plan.  



10.	Operations and Maintenance – Mark Barfield for Greg Reed

A. Hillside Mower – Per the purchasing policy and bid laws, PW staff has completed a competitive process.  Only one bid was received per the specifications in the bid.  Scott Larson stated that this purchase can move forward.

B. 1005 Old Pioneer Way NW –The property owner at 1005 Old Pioneer Way NW has obtained their permit and is actively seeking contractors to put the property back to its original condition.  

C. Well #1 Reservoir Repair – The concrete repairs to the reservoir are complete.

D. Stormwater/Wastewater Job Description – Scott Larson and Greg have reviewed the Stormwater and Wastewater job descriptions and are ready to advertise in the next month or so.


11.	Capital Facilities Update

A. New Public Works Shop Update (location at 901 Rocky Rd NE):  Mark Bethune mentioned that construction for new shop is on track.  Weekly updates with the site superintendent and City staff help keep track of upcoming activities and potential change orders.  The building has gotten to a point where inspections are taking a turn for the need of a design build Advisory/Management Services specialist who has experience with tracking submittals, weekly activities and inspections.  This will free up City Building Official Tim Lincoln and allow for him to continue his daily inspections, permit processing and reviews.  JC provided a Scope and Budget of the specialist for review and approval to go to Study Session.


12.	Technologies

A. Asset Management & GIS:  Greg mentioned the key goal is to continue to work through some bugs in the GIS.  He states the asset management system is only as good as the GIS.  JC commented that his GIS specialist is working on the updates and obtaining cad files from developers.  
Meter Reading: Water operators continue to update water meters that will coordinate with remote reads and save the staff time.

B. Broadband in our Community – Scott Larson mentioned that he’s working to identify a provider.  However is holding off on moving forward until the City Hall project begins.
