Approval of Minutes:
Councilmember (CM) Drennen motioned to approve the minutes as presented.



TRANSPORTATION:

1. Guests & Policy Issues:

A. Theresa Lockhart representing Carbon River Landing: Ms. Lockhart is representing Carbon River Landing (CRL), along with Chanel Pantages who could not make today’s meeting.  Their concern is the future opening of Daffodil Ave NE at Rocky Rd NE.  For years, this has been blocked off as a dead end since development on the South Side of Rocky Rd NE hasn’t taken place.  With the construction of the New Public Works Shop on Rocky Rd NE and move in date set for June of 2019, Daffodil Ave NE will be made open to public.  CRL is requesting stop signs & crosswalks at the intersections of Daffodil and: Weaver Ave NE, Silvernail Lane NE, Roberts St NE, Nelsen St NE, Mazza St NE and Lawson Ct NE? (Not a thru street to Daffodil).  Ms. Lockhart expressed concern for the safety of pedestrians, children and motorists.
Ms. Lockhart and Ms. Pantages have filled out an application for traffic calming devices.  Though stop signs are not considered a traffic calming device, the committee still recommended that CRL follow the process for the request.  They will first need to acquire 60% of signatures within a two block radius from each intersection as indicated above.  The petition form will be sent to Ms. Pantages with the steps necessary to complete the request.


B. SR 162 E & Whitehawk Blvd NW Street Lighting request:  Light is installed.  Item can be removed from agenda.  CM Drennen is requesting a look at the vegetation when approaching the trails line of sight for pedestrians.



2.	Phase 1 – SR 162 Pedestrian Bridge
A. State DOT Funding Status: JC commented that the city does have some grants in place but no new funding has been made available since last meeting.  

B. Phase 1 SR 162 Bridge Crossing, Scope of Work Proposal 90% design:  Design is nearly 30% complete, with expectations to have 90% design around mid-summer 2019.  They are a week or so behind on the drawings thought.  The original engineers (BergerABAM) didn’t do sufficient geotechnical borings or structural calculations on the bridge itself.  As a result, Parametrix will be doing some modifications to the structural designs.

C. Rocky Road NE Easement Status – Appraisal:  No Update.
 
D. Treasurer Report:  Working with WSDOT for reimbursement of engineering work completed.


3. Transportation Benefit District (TBD):
The TBD is a funding mechanism designed to tax City of Orting Residents $20 per vehicle at time of renewing vehicle licensing tabs; 100% of this tax is returned to the City of Orting where 100% of the funds is used only for repair and maintenance of streets and pedestrian pathways.  Please refer to RCW 36.73.010 thru RCW 36.73.180 for more information.

A. Sidewalk Improvement Plan:  JC is nearly complete with the bid package and will deliver to Greg late this week.

B. Chip Seal/MicroSeal – Greg sent JC a list of streets for the bid package.  Greg mentioned that the City streets are in pretty good shape and had a difficult time finding streets in need of chip seal, but is recommending the microseal.



4. Capital Improvement
A. Whitehawk South-West Connector ROW:  Proposals were received and are being reviewed by Parametrix.  

B. Kansas St SW Upgrade Scope and Budget Proposal 30% Pre-Design: Greg has reviewed the plans for 60% and will turn them over to JC.



5.	Operations and Maintenance – Mark Barfield for Greg Reed
Greg mentioned there are dozens of portable basketball hoops in the ROWs of City streets.  This makes street sweeping difficult, it also blocks the gutter creating ponding which can damage the road. There was no comment by the Committee but could be viewed as a Code Enforcement issue at a later date.

6.	Guests & Policy Issue

A. Interim Wireless Ord. – The emergency ordinance will go to Council on April 10.  Purpose of the Ord. is because as of April 14th, the FCC will allow wireless communication companies to install devices without consideration to a City’s development standards.  The planning commission has asked Sound Municipal Consultants (SMC) to create a wireless communication facilities development standards.  The FCC recently passed a rule that no new development standards would be accepted from local jurisdictions if they were not already in place by April 14, 2019.  The planning commission will continue to work through this until a permanent ordinance is in place.
  
B. Permit Time Frames: Notice of Commencement of Work – Greg will continue to review code options and change from 15 days to 6 months.

C. Side Sewer Ownership Code Update – Greg will continue to review codes that will better serve the City of Orting’s interest.  Where the City will be responsible for side sewer ownership from the main to 6” clean out in the right-of-way (ROW).  If a property does not have a 6” cleanout in the ROW, then the sewer main will be the property owners responsibly to maintain from the building to the main until a 6” cleanout is installed in the ROW.

D. Rate Study – Scott Larson is reviewing the previous rate study as a guideline to help create an RFP and go out for proposal for a new rate study.  




7.	WATER

A. SR 162 E. Water Line Crossing Design & 178th Scope & Budget – Bids came back a little higher than anticipated.  JC is reviewing and checking references of the lowest bidder.  This will go to Study Session on April 17th.  



8.	WASTEWATER

A. WWTP Electrical Audit for Facility Electrical Systems:  Project complete.  Item to be removed from agenda. 

B. Puyallup River & Rainier View Lift Station – Greg and PW operators are currently reviewing the plans.

C. I&I Sewer Relining – Greg identified areas requiring sewer reline from last year’s sewer cleaning project and provided JC too many areas, so the need scale back for budget purposes.  Bid package to be available in next couple of weeks.





D. WWTP Solids Handling Upgrade – JC mentioned that based off the condition assessment audit, will help guide the plant to the solids handling upgrade.  One of the Parametrix engineers has started working on the project, which the information was on his laptop.  Unfortunately, his laptop was recently stolen from having his car broken in to.  He now has to start over on the scope of work.



9.	STORMWATER

A. Calistoga Setback Levee Lamp Process: JC is presenting to the Flood Control Advisory Board this Friday.  The approach is to lobby for funding.

B. Village Green Outfall @ High Cedars – JC stated that construction funding is likely for spring 2019.  Design and permitting scheduled for this year.

C. Review SWMP Plan & Code updates– City working on updating design standards, grading permit application, development standards and continuing to work with DOE for updating the plan.  
· Development Standards Update – Greg working on reviewing standards from City of Sumner to incorporate to Orting.
· LID – Sent to DOE for approval



10.	Operations and Maintenance – Mark Barfield for Greg Reed

A. 1005 Old Pioneer Way NW –The property owner at 1005 Old Pioneer Way NW has obtained their permit for grading application but has not started working the property back to its original condition.  In addition, the property owners have created a considerable amount of track-out due to semi-trucks entering and leaving their property.  Since last meeting, they are keeping the street swept.  



11.	Capital Facilities Update

A. New Public Works Shop Update (location at 901 Rocky Rd NE):  Greg commented that the oil/water separator is installed and the sewer line is scheduled for next week.  The crew did a box walk to make sure electrical outlets are where they want them for functionality.
CM Drennen is requesting a power point presentation to update Council on the buildings progress.



12.	Technologies

A. Asset Management & GIS:  The GIS is in the hands of Akavas.  Greg and Laura identified the layers of most importance to start working with first.
