3.   MINUTES

5.   OLD BUSINESS
A. Sponsored Bench 
No update on sponsored bench since the last meeting. Chair Linkem mentioned that one of the benches at 3 Corners needs to be repaired. He suggested leaving the sponsored bench on the agenda, and added looking into repairs of the bench at the 3 Corners Park.  
Action: Look into repairing bench and pruning the bushes that impede the use of the bench at 3 Corners Park, and reach out again to Mr. Rheim about the sponsored bench. 
B. BMX Park/Skate Park/Pump Track
Chair Linkem continued to research the BMX Park/Skate Park/Pump Track idea and reached out to the rep for information on the closest similar track for reference. 
Action: Chair Linkem will ask Daniel from the Design Company to attend a future parks board meeting, and will continue to look into costs for the project.
C. Drone Course
Parks Advisory Board discussed the need and the possible usage for the drone course.
Chair Linkem made recommendation to send the item back to CGA that Parks Advisory Board is open to the idea of having a drone course, but has found there is not a lot of demand for one. 
Action: Send back to CGA, and if the City Council wants the course to be pushed through, the Parks Advisory Board can keep researching costs and location.
E. Snow Day
Chair Linkem discussed the possibility of having a snow day for the City of Orting. Cities close by had successfully had a snow day, where snow is brought in and dumped into a park for community members to enjoy. Chair Linkem discussed soliciting donations from trucking companies to bring in the snow, and discussed a possible timeframe for late 2021 or early 2022, and possible location of Whitehawk Park.
Action: Chair Linkem will continue to research costs, and reach out to those cities that have held the event for costs and other logistical considerations. 

F. ADA Spinner

City Administrator Larson gave the Parks Advisory Board an update on the ADA Spinner. The walkway surface has been poured, the spinner has been installed, and the city is waiting on ground cover and the concrete curbing, which will be installed soon, weather permitting. 

Action: Parks Advisory Board to keep item on agenda for future updates on the installation of ground cover and curbing.
G. Gratzer Park Update

City Administrator Larson provided the Parks Advisory Board on an update on the Gratzer Park extension. The project will be scheduled for public bidding around the first of March. Permits for the project have been obtained. The field will be big enough for regulation soccer and lacrosse. Possible playground equipment and nature trails may be included in this phase. There is $600,000.00 budgeted for this project (to include city funds and grants), with some materials being donated to complete the project. 

Action: Ask JC Hungerford, City Engineer, for cover page of plans for the project so they can be shared with the board. Invite JC Hungerford to attend next Parks Advisory Board Meeting.
H. Paving of the Main City Park Parking Lot
Chair Linkem discussed with the Parks Advisory Board the idea of paving the parking lots in the main City Park. City Administrator Larson discussed looking into the possibility of REET funds to be used to partially pay for the pavement, and that in the past there has been some interest on this project from City Council. Chair Linkem pointed out that paving would help the City to remain ADA friendly and compliant. 
Action: Add as item to the agenda and research adding it to the master parks plan.
