5.   OLD BUSINESS
A. Sponsored Bench 
Parks Advisory Board was updated by Kim Agfalvi, Parks Board Secretary, and were told that the bench in 3 Corners Park had the bush impeding its use pruned back, and that the bench was now usable. 
Action: No further action is needed on this item, and it will be removed from the agenda.
B. BMX Park/Skate Park/Pump Track
Chair Linkem continued to research the BMX Park/Skate Park/Pump Track idea and reached out to the rep for information on the closest similar track for reference. Chair Linkem also asked for preliminary cost/budget from other cities.
Action: Chair Linkem will ask Daniel from the Design Company to attend a future parks board meeting, and will continue to look into costs for the project. Chair Linkem will update CGA Committee on the status of the BMX Park/Skate Park/Pump Track at their next meeting.
C. Snow Day

D. ADA Spinner

City Administrator Larson advised the board that the spinner is currently not spinning as it should, and that the company that installed the item had been called to come out and look at the spinner to make adjustments/repairs.

E. Gratzer Park Update

City Administrator Larson provided the Parks Advisory Board an update on the Gratzer Park extension. The project will be scheduled for public bidding around the first of March. JC Hungerford, City Engineer, attended the meeting, and shared with the Parks Advisory Board the layout of the park, and the engineering plan for the park. City Administrator Larson advised the Parks Board that the project will most likely be completed mid-summer 2021.
