Approval of May 2023 Minutes

Hiring Update
· The department hired an entry level officer, Brandon Mitchells. Due to current police academy backlogs, he is not slated to attend the police academy until April of 2024. Chief Gabreluk reported every effort were being made to try to secure an earlier academy date. The department’s second employment candidate, a lateral police officer, decided to withdraw his application and remain with his current agency. Chief Gabreluk stated that the department will continue recruitment for open vacancies until filled.

Monthly Crime Statistics
· During the month of May officers responded to 481 calls for service. Chief Gabreluk provided the committee with the dates, times and types of occurrences for each call. Committee members were also provided with current information regarding the amount of training each officer has received this year. Chief reported that training opportunities are abundant. Many courses are state mandated but several are online and often for free covering all facets of law enforcement. He stated he has implemented required monthly training meetings and often utilizes expert guest speakers such as prosecutors.

Good of the Order
  FEMA
· City Finance Director, Gretchen Russo, briefed the committee on City leadership’s recent trip to FEMAS’s National Emergency Training Center. The week-long trip was funded by FEMA and also included participants from several sister cities such as Bonney Lake, Sumner and Puyallup. Information was provided on all aspects of domestic emergency preparedness. However, Ms. Russo reported that FEMA developed specific training drills for Pierce County participants which included lahar exercises. City Prosecutor
City Prosecutor Contract
· The City Administrator reported that a request for proposal will go out in June for contracted prosecutorial services. Bids from firms will be evaluated and a selection for contract will be made in July.

Code Enforcement
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Code Enforcement Officer Martinez reported that he has conducted special emphasis on vehicles violating City parking ordinance. These vehicles are either abandoned or parked for extended periods on the public street. Violators are being notified via warning tags placed on their vehicles. Unresponsive tagging results in the vehicle being towed.
