BOUNDARY LINE ADJUSTMENTS

Boundary Line Adjustments serve to reconfigure lot lines without creating new parcels or divisions.  Approval of boundary line adjustments is an administrative decision, made by the City Administrator.  Procedures for approving boundary line adjustments are included in Chapter 12.3 of the Orting Municipal Code (OMC).

Criteria for Approval - The Administrator will approve an application for a Boundary Line Adjustment if it is determined that:

1.  No additional lot, tract, parcel, site, or division will be created by the proposed adjustment;

2.  No resulting lot contains insufficient area and dimensions to meet the minimum requirements of the zone in which the affected lots are situated;

3.  No  resulting lot lacks adequate drainage, water supply and sanitary sewage disposal, and access for vehicles, utilities and fire protection, and no existing easement in favor of the public is rendered impractical to serve its purpose;

4.  The boundary line adjustment is consistent with all other applicable provisions of the OMC.

The applicant has the burden of proving that the proposed Boundary Line Adjustment meets all of the criteria described  above.  Thorough documentation of the proposal's compliance with the criteria will greatly assist in the permit consideration process and improve the likelihood of approval.  Applicants are encouraged to request a pre-application meeting with City staff prior to submitting an application. 

Boundary Line Adjustment Approvals

1. Five (5) copies of the application must be submitted, each including:


a)  A completed application cover sheet.

b)  A map at a scale of not less than one (1) inch equal to one hundred (100) feet depicting the existing property configuration, including all lot line dimensions, existing buildings and other improvements on site, adjacent properties and public rights-of-way.

c)  A map of similar scale which depicts the proposed property configuration, including all lot line dimensions, adjacent properties, and public rights-of-way.

d)  A legal description of the existing property configuration and proposed property configuration, prepared by a licensed professional land surveyor.

e) Filing fee of $250 + Surveyor/Engineer/Planner costs (checks payable to the City of Orting) 

Applicants are encouraged to provide one (1) copy of the application package on a CD using software compatible with AutoCad or ArcView.
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
